Sarah Charlesworth is a visual artist and photographer who has exhibited widely in the US and abroad. She has recently been appointed to the faculty of Princeton University’s Lewis Center for the Arts. Charlesworth's work appears in numerous museum collections such as the Metropolitan Museum, NY, the Whitney Museum, NY, the Solomon R Guggenheim Museum, NY, the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston, MOCA, Los Angeles and the Walker in Minneapolis amongst many others. She is the recipient of two National Endowment grants and a Guggenheim Fellowship. Charlesworth lives and works in New York City. 
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
